
Satellite Dish Policy & Procedures
Dear Owner/Resident,
The following policies have been established to allow for the installation of satellite in your community. These policies are in place to help the association control the aesthetic look and feel of the community while accommodating the growing number of requests to have the installation of these dishes.
1) Unit Owner understands and agrees - the unit owner will be responsible for water damage (and the repair of said damage) that may occur to the interior of the unit due to the installation and existence of a satellite dish on Owners unit. 
2) Unit Owner understands and agrees - the proper installation of the dish is important to maintain the aesthetic look and feel of the exterior of the unit. Unit Owner understands that the Condominium Association has set strict guidelines for how the dish must be installed. Unit Owner understands and agrees - the Association can and will impose a fine of up to $25 per day for every day the installed dish does not meet Association specifications.

3) The Unit Owner understands and agrees - he or she must notify the property manager of the day and time of the installation and deliver to the installer the installation information. 
Installation instructions:

The dish cannot go on the roof, it cannot go on the front of the building and wires should not be visible.
